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PSA Honoured:

In Asian supply chain 'Oscars'

The movie world has the Oscars, and the Asian supply
chain world has the AFSCAs - the annual awards for the
top players in the business of handling freight and managing
supply chains.

On March 19, more than 350 industry leaders and
shippers gathered in Singapore for the much-anticipated
Asian Freight & Supply Chain Awards, or AFSCAs,
ceremony. It was a veritable who's who of the Asian freight
and supply chain community.

Organised by Cargonews Asia, a leading newspaper
covering the global freight and supply chain sector, the
awards honour organisations that have demonstrated
leadership as well as consistency in service quality,
continuous innovation, customer relationship management,
reliability and a strong company mission.

The awards have been presented annually for 17 years.
Previously known as the Asian Freight Industry Awards, or
AFIA, the awards this year saw several new categories
added, including Best Container Shipping Alliance, Best
Air Freight Alliance, Personality of the Year, and Lifetime
Achievement Award.
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PSA Corporation was voted Best Container Terminal
Operator (Asia), while its customer, the Grand Alliance,
comprising Hapag-Lloyd, NYK Line, P&O Nedlloyd, OOCL
and MISC, was voted Best Container-Shipping Alliance.

The Port of Antwerp in Belgium and the Port of Aden in
Yemen, both PSA joint-ventures, were finalists for Best
Seaport (Europe) and Best Seaport (Middle East).

PSA's Voltri Terminal Europa, in Genoa, Italy was a finalist
for Best Container Terminal (Europe), while Guangzhou
Container Terminal in China, also part of the PSA stable,
was short-listed for the Emerging Container Terminal
Operator (Asia) award.

Maersk Sealand scored a hat-trick with Best Global
Shipping Line, Best Shipping Line (Asia-Europe), and Best
Shipping Line (Intra-Asia), while Neptune Orient Lines'
container-shipping subsidiary, APL, was voted Best Shipping
Line (Transpacific).

The Best Seaport (Asia) award went to the Maritime and
Port Authority of Singapore, while Best Airport (Asia) was
awarded to Singapore Changi Airport (Civil Aviation Authority
of Singapore).

Winners were selected by Cargonews Asia's readers over
a five-week voting period beginning in early December 2002.
The results were finalised by an independent auditor in
January 2003.
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
